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At NIES, we have been conducting both the development of new analytical methods and their applications in environmental monitoring. Isotope biogeochemistry has been a guiding principle for the understanding of environmental cycling and transformation of various pollutants, heavy metals as well as natural compounds. AMS will give us additional, unique information to understand the historical change of the environment, to give absolute age to some environmental events, and to trace the origin/source of environmental chemicals. AMS will promote a tremendous expansion of the application of radioisotopes in biomedical, toxicological researches, too. Some of our recent activities both related and unrelated to AMS will be discussed.
