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Submerged Late Neolithic (5th millenium BC) and Early Bronze Age (3rd millenium BC) settlements along the Bulgarian Black Sea coast  

To notify the significance of the archaeological researches underwater the author will present the most important results achieved in Bulgaria in this field – the excavations of submerged prehistoric settlements from the Late Neolithic and the Early Bronze Age discovered along the Bulgarian Black Sea coast and their relevance to similar sites excavated on land. Coastline changes in ancient times will also be considered with respect to archaeological data obtained from the settlements under investigation.

Based on the multidisciplinary approach applied in these investigations an attempt will be made to summarize their social effect not only as a serious tool to reveal the past, but as an opportunity to provide data that can be used for other purposes concerned with the present-day development of the coast.
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
